From 51 49.44’N 008 15.0’W (Corkbeg) to a turning point on the west side of the navigation channel 51 49.1’N 008 16.6’W to
 51 49.85’N   008 18.10’W (Ringaskiddy). 
Mariners should avoid anchoring on or near the cable locations.
