An exclusion area, from Water Street to the Custom House Island will be in place for the
duration of the event for all motor vessels, with the exception of approved craft for safety
purposes and limited commercial traffic. All craft are requested to navigate with caution and
with due regard for the swimmers and should minimise the effect of wash from their vessels.

Any craft moored at the City Pontoon are requested not to operate their engines for the
duration of the swim.

Safety boats/vessels will accompany the swimmers

The Safety Coordinator will monitor VHF CH 12 and CH 8 for up to date information on
commercial traffic movements and will advise the safety boats accordingly.
